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What is my current challenge in teaching for mathematical literacy?  

What are the pros and cons of using technology in the classroom?
What do I already know about this?

I know that because students are living in such a technological world, using it in the classroom is a very good idea.  Not only are students intrigued by technology, they are also wonderful at using such things.  I know that many placements of education are looking for more technological lessons and are trying to implement using it more and more
What questions do I have?
Technology is a challenge to use effectively.  Not only does it take a bit more effort to come up with lessons (because they’re less natural to us), they are also hard to implement in many school districts.  Using an entire computer lab can be rather challenging to schedule for.  It can also be difficult to monitor the use of technology throughout classes and making sure that students are on task is another challenge. How will I develop my understandings?
I will be using an interactive jeopardy game in order to engage students in a review game.  Using our interactive white board will allow students to be more involved with the review game than just a standard presentation of a review game.  This use of technology will hopefully be beneficial to the students and allow for a greater sense of enthusiasm in class.
What support do I need to enact my action plan?
I need feedback on how to use technology to the greatest effectiveness in class.  I believe that having students all staying engaged as a group will be essential, but there is much time allotted for getting off task.  Also, in many other cases, students can slip through being monitored entirely.
How will I monitor my progress?

I will monitor my progress by the amount of answers that are being answered correctly.  This will ensure that the previous instruction was taught well and that the review is actually effective.  Also, having the other students answer these questions at the same time individually will keep them on task and their efficiency will allow me to judge how well this activity is working.
